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Предисловие

Настоящее пособие «Модальные глаголы; сослагательное наклонение» является базовым практическим курсом для учащихся 2-го года обучения курсов дополнительного образования (Школы иностранных языков) при Новом гуманитарном институте. Данное пособие ставит перед собой следующие цели:
 1) дать полное описание форм, значений и функций модальных глаголов, а также способов представляющих действие как проблематичное или нереальное. Теоретический материал изложен перед практическими заданиями. Знакомство с теорией рекомендуется проводить на аудиторных занятиях под руководством преподавателя. Благодаря наглядной и доступной форме изложения, при последующей самостоятельной работе у студентов не возникает необходимости обращаться к дополнительным учебникам грамматики.
 2) показать на многочисленных примерах индивидуальные особенности изучаемых грамматических явлений. Большое значение придается упражнениям, содержащим примеры для анализа и объяснения употребления того или иного грамматического явления. Всегда необходимо помнить, что глубокому пониманию того или иного грамматического явления способствует изучение этого явления в условиях сопоставления. Этот принцип особенно актуален при изучении модальных глаголов (особенное внимание должно быть уделено выражению значений долга и вероятности совершения действия с помощью различных модальных глаголов).
  3) через работу над упражнениями сформировать автоматические навыки употребления рассматриваемых грамматических явлений. Характер грамматического материала и лексическая наполняемость упражнений создают благоприятные условия для развития навыков устной речи, при этом преподаватель должен следить, чтобы изучаемое явление функционировало в словосочетаниях и предложениях типичных для английского синтаксиса, отражающих естественные ситуации. Материал для упражнений отобран с таким расчетом, чтобы, с одной стороны, не создавать дополнительных лексических трудностей при работе с упражнениями, а с другой – служить образцом хорошего английского языка, что обеспечивает не только тренировку и закрепление того или иного грамматического правила, но и усвоение идиоматики английского языка.
